Suggested Activities
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The Perfect Chocolate Chip Cookie
(elementary school)

Ask students to decide as a class what makes a perfect cookie
(or pizza, or school lunch). When they are unable to agree, lead
them through the process of negotiation and compromise:
nuts/no nuts, type of chocolate chips, crispy or soft, etc.

(all grade levels)

Describe a typical legislative day for you: listening to
constituents and solving problems, negotiating and
compromising, voting, etc.
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Watch Your Legislators in Action
(all grade levels)

Visit your state Capitol to observe a
committee hearing or floor session.

Solve a Class Problem (all grade levels)

Discuss a relevant problem (what to cut with a smaller budget,
the best field trip destination), have students debate the
possibilities and negotiate an agreement.

Mock Hearing (middle or high school)

Conduct a committee hearing on a policy issue
and ask students to testify, debate and vote.
